There
are two (2) study areas that are being considered for public sanitary sewer service.

At this time, the Juniata Parkway Study Area and the S.R. 034 Planned Growth Area are
being evaluated in order to determine if the installation of a public sanitary sewer system
is feasible. Although several alternatives have been evaluated for the public treatment of
wastewater generated by the installation of a new sanitary sewer system, the wastewater

Based on records maintained in the Pernsylvania Natural Diversity Inventory (PNDI)
database and Pennsylvania Fish & Boat Commission files, rare and protected freshwater mussel species
under our jurisdiction are known from the vicinity of the proposed project site.

Given the status and sensitivity of the species of concern, we wil need more information to allow for
a more thorough evaluation of potential adverse impacts from the proposed projects.
